	Teaching idea/activity
	Ask the children to explore the information about games in the Facts pages of the Playground fun website.

Can you find out which games are played in different countries? What are they called? What kind of equipment do children in other countries used to play these games?

Ask pupils to make a list of the different games and the places they are played around the world.

Locate these countries using atlases or globes.

Use a printed world map to record the games and the countries where they are played.

Extension  

Ask pupils to gather further information about games in other countries, which they can add to Playground Fun site via the Build a game tool.
You could invite members of children's families or other personnel associated with the school to share games from their cultures or experiences of other countries. Encourage the children to help explain the origins of each game and how it is played.

Contact schools in other parts of the world (there are a number of Internet projects already established that would facilitate this or you could use already established links e.g. twinned towns) to exchange playground games.
