	Teaching idea/activity
	Talk about games played by children today and ask your class to think about how they might find out about the games that their grandparents or great-grandparents might have played in the 1950s/60s.

List possible sources of evidence and discuss what was available in the1950s/60s. 
Show children a range of evidence (a selection of sources of evidence is available in the Games to play section of Playground fun). What can we learn from this image/video/audio clip? What does it tell us about life in Britain since 1948?       

Compare the evidence for children’s games from the 1950s/60s with today. What has changed? What has stayed the same? More able children should be making predictions and offering suggestions as to why things may have changed or stayed the same.

Using examples of the different types of primary source materials ask pupils to consider each type in turn. Discuss the advantages and limitations of each type of evidence.  Discuss evidence for the 1950s/60s and compare to the evidence used by pupils in previous history lessons.

What types of evidence did we use to find out about Victorian children? Talk about the different sources of information available in different periods. What was similar? What was different? What other types of evidence can we use to find out about the 1950s/60s that is not available for different periods?
