	Teaching idea/activity
	Talk about games played by children today and ask them to think about what games might have been played by their grandparents or great-grandparents in the 1950s/60s.

Ask pupils: How can we find out? What sources of information are available? Explain that we shall be focussing on the use of personal memories as a source of evidence.

Either arrange a visit from a person who is old enough to remember playing children’s games in 1950s/60s or ask children to talk to relatives/family friends/known older people or arrange visit to suitable venue e.g. a local day centre. 

Prior to the activity, ask pupils to identify questions that pupils would like to find out answers to and the type of information to be gathered, for example:
· What games did you play?

· Who did you play your games with?

· What were the rules of your games?

· What was your favourite game?

· Where did you play your games?

Children should ask the interviewee questions and make notes to record the information gathered.

Discuss the interviews/information gathered with the children – What did they find out?
Compare evidence/information gathered from different sources – are there any differences/discrepancies in the information? How reliable are personal memories as a source of evidence?
