	Teaching idea/activity
	Print out the hopscotch shapes from worksheets 4–7.

Ask the children to explain the number pattern they can see, i.e. each jump counts on one.

Show the children the hopscotch patterns from worksheet 4. 

Which number patterns can we see? What numbers are missing?

Create your own version (using worksheet 7) or use worksheets 5 and 6. There is a selection of worksheets at different levels. The answers are listed below.

Worksheet 4      adding 2      3 x table      adding 5

Worksheet 5   +5,+2,+5+2   +4,-3,+4,-3  x2,x3,x4,x5,x6 etc.

Worksheets 6      7 x table     +2,+3,+4 etc.   -4 (4x table)

The worksheets are created in Word for you to simply tailor to make your own patterns. Click on the box and type in the number you would like.

When children have had chance to work with these number patterns, challenge them to create their own version to test their friends. Use worksheet 7 or they can use their own hopscotch layouts (see Maths –tessellation shapes).
