	Teaching idea/activity
	Download and print out the instructions for Hide and seek from the Games to play section of Playground fun. Arrange the children in ability groups of three and allow time to play Hide and seek (about 5 minutes).

Ask the children to talk about the counting aspect of the game. 

What number did you count to while your friends were hiding? How did you count to that number? How could we change the way you are counting?
Make a class list of different ways to count. (This will be differentiated by outcome.)

Assign different ways of counting to different groups and allow further time to play.

To take this activity further, encourage children to start with a higher number and count backwards. Start with 50 and count down in 5s.

Try some of these different ways to count:

2s, 3s, 4s, 5s,10s

counting backwards in 1s, 2s, 3s, 4s, 5s, etc.
