ENGLISH

Speaking  
Pupils should be taught to:
a. choose material that is relevant to the topic and to the listeners 

Listening 
Pupils should be taught to: 
a. identify the gist of an account or key points in a discussion and evaluate what they hear, ask relevant questions to clarify, extend and follow up ideas  
c. recall and re-present important features of an argument, talk, reading, radio or television programme, film and 
e. respond to others appropriately, taking into account what they say

Group Discussion 
Pupils should be taught to: 
a. make contributions relevant to the topic and take turns in discussion and 
c. qualify or justify what they think after listening to others' questions or accounts

EN3 Writing – Knowledge, Skills and Understanding (possible activities)
Composition 
Pupils should be taught to: 
a. choose form and content to suit a particular purpose [for example, notes to read or organise thinking, plans for action, poetry for pleasure] and
d. use features of layout, presentation and organisation effectively

Breadth of study
Range of purposes for writing should include: 
a. to inform and explain, focusing on the subject matter and how to convey it in sufficient detail for the reader and
d. to review and comment on what has been read, seen or heard, focusing on both the topic and the writer's view of it 

The range of forms of writing should include narratives, poems, play scripts, reports, explanations, opinions, instructions, reviews, commentaries 


PSHE 

Knowledge, skills and understanding


Developing confidence and responsibility and making the most of their abilities Pupils should be taught: 
a. to talk and write about their opinions, and explain their views, on issues that affect themselves and society
c. to face new challenges positively by collecting information, looking for help, making responsible choices, and taking action

Preparing to play an active role as citizens 
Pupils should be taught:
a. to research, discuss and debate topical issues, problems and events 
c .to realise the consequences of anti-social and aggressive behaviours, such as bullying and racism, on individuals and communities 
e. to resolve differences by looking at alternatives, making decisions and explaining choices
Developing a healthy, safer lifestyle 
Pupils should be taught:
a. what makes a healthy lifestyle, including the benefits of exercise and healthy eating, what affects mental health, and how to make informed choices 

Developing good relationships and respecting the differences between people 
Pupils should be taught: 
a. that their actions affect themselves and others, to care about other people's feelings and to try to see things from their points of view and 
d. to realise the nature and consequences of racism, teasing, bullying and aggressive behaviours, and how to respond to them and ask for help

Breadth of study
Pupils should be taught the Knowledge, skills and understanding through opportunities to: 
a. take responsibility [for example, for planning and looking after the school environment; for the needs of others, such as by acting as a peer supporter, as a befriender, or as a playground mediator for younger pupils; for looking after animals properly; for identifying safe, healthy and sustainable means of travel when planning their journey to school]
b. participate [for example, in the school's decision-making process, relating it to democratic structures and processes such as councils, parliaments, government and voting]
c. make real choices and decisions [for example, about issues affecting their health and well-being such as smoking; on the use of scarce resources; how to spend money, including pocket money and contributions to charities] 
e. develop relationships through work and play [for example, taking part in activities with groups that have particular needs, such as children with special needs and the elderly; communicating with children in other countries by satellite, e-mail or letters]  

	
Lesson objective(s)

To consider how games can be played appropriately in the playground

To plan games training and write an action plan for school

	Starter

Make a list of what is currently happening in the playground.  

What happens during morning break?  

What happens at lunchtime?  How is the playground space used?  

What equipment is available?

What problems are there on the playground?  

Ask children to consider social problems (fighting, bullying, loneliness etc.) as well as spatial, practical and resource issues.

Make a list of problems that can be tackled.

	Activity

For each problem, assign a pair or group to develop solutions for the problem.

For example, some children may have no one to play with and solutions could include a ‘lonely bench’ with monitors from this class who will go and help any children who sit on the lonely bench. 

One of the problems could be ‘nothing to do’ type issues. Assign several groups to decide on three appropriate games that they could teach some pupils in the school.  Ask these groups to plan when and how they will teach these games.

For more able children try a games timetable where one group could make a games timetable for larger, more planned games. This should consider playground space and equipment etc. 

	Plenary

Ask children to feed back their solutions and give constructive ways forward.  

Now explain to children that they have an important role in putting into place what they have learnt. How are they going to inform the rest of the school about their ideas? How can we start? 

	SEN/GT

This lesson will be differentiated by outcome and also by group selection. Vary the task as appropriate.

	Lesson outcomes

All children should have participated in considering how they can improve time spent in their playground.

Some children may have made solid plans like a playground timetable for implementation.

	Follow up/extension
