Composition 
Pupils should be taught to: 
a. choose form and content to suit a particular purpose [for example, notes to read or organise thinking, plans for action, poetry for pleasure] and 
d. use features of layout, presentation and organisation effectively 

Breadth of study
Range of purposes for writing should include: 

a. to inform and explain, focusing on the subject matter and how to convey it in sufficient detail for the reader and 

d. to review and comment on what has been read, seen or heard, focusing on both the topic and the writer's view of it 

The range of forms of writing should include narratives, poems, play scripts, reports, explanations, opinions, instructions, reviews, commentaries.

Finding things out 
Pupils should be taught: 
a. to talk about what information they need and how they can find and use it [for example, searching the Internet or a CD-ROM, using printed material, asking people] 

Breadth of study
Pupils should be taught the Knowledge, skills and understanding through: 

a. working with a range of information to consider its characteristics and purposes and 

b. working with others to explore a variety of information sources and ICT  


PE

Evaluating and improving performance 
Pupils should be taught to: 
a. identify what makes a performance effective and 
b. suggest improvements based on this information 

Breath of Study – Games activities
Pupils should be taught to: 
a. play and make up small-sided and modified competitive net, triking/fielding and invasion games
b. use skills and tactics and apply basic principles suitable for attacking and defending and 
c. work with others to organise and keep the games going

Lesson objective(s)

To familiarise children with the Playground fun website

To introduce (or reintroduce) a popular playground game to children

To evaluate and report of the active playing (or observing) or a popular playground game

	Starter

Share and collect ideas around ‘playground games’.  

What is a playground game?

What games do we play in the playground?
How many playground games can we think of?  

What playground games did you play last week, month, year?

What playground games do your older/younger friends play?
Create a list of games on the board using key words or pictures as appropriate. Keep this list for use later.

	Activity

Navigate children onto the site www.playgroundfun.org.uk
Ask pupils to search the site for some of the games from the thinking session. What do they find? Spend some time demonstrating to the children how to move around the site. Ensure that children can see and hear the video clips that can be found in the Facts section of some games.

Ask children to work in pairs/small groups and find out all the information they can about one particular game. Allow 5–10 minutes for them to look for the game and find out the rules on how to play the game.

Draw the group together and ask pupils to give you instructions on how to play.  Using an interactive whiteboard or other presentation area, create a bulleted list from the children’s instructions.   

How do we play this game?  

How many people can play?  

What rules are there?  

How does it begin?  

What happens when . . .?  

How does the game end?

Allow children appropriate time/space/equipment to now play this game. (This activity may take place during the delivery session or at another time. Children should be given the opportunity to play the game and if appropriate, take on different roles e.g. ‘It’, the chaser, the catcher, team a, team b, etc.) 

	Plenary

Ask children to give you their opinions of the game. If possible, use the display text from the instructions (see Activity section, above) and using a different colour or style, annotate the instructions with the children’s responses.

Did you enjoy playing this game?  

What was fun about this game?  

Who did you play this game with?  

What would you like to change about this game?  

When might you play this game?  

Can you think of a game that is very similar to this game?



	
SEN/GT

Children that require support 

Some children may observe the active playing of the games and be asked to note down (or reflect on) which children were enjoying the game and which were not. In the plenary, these children should ask various children why they did or did not enjoy the game.  

Children that require extension

More able children may be asked to integrate the information from the website in more detail and produce written or verbal answers to more specific questions depending on their game category. For example, in the Ball games category, which game requires 12 players to kick a ball?  

	Lesson outcomes

All children should be familiar with the site www.playgroundfun.org.uk
All children should be able to search for and find playground games on the site (some children may require support to do this).

Most children may have found interesting information about different playground games.

All children should have played or observed with a purpose at least one game as instructed and have evaluated their experience of playing/observing this game.

	Follow up/extension

Worksheet 1 – The game we played today 

(This worksheet allows children to report back on the game they played or watched today. Or, use the PSHE worksheets that can be found in the Teachers and family section of the website.)
